HIGHLIGHTS 
 

x Q1 2020 revenue of AED 1,046 million is significantly higher than the corresponding prior period, 
primarily driven by continued progress on WZR Rf Whe GURXS¶V OaUge RQgRiQg SURjecWV in the UAE, 
Hail and Ghasha Artificial Islands Construction Project and Khalifa Port South Quay Development 
and Foreshore Works Project.  
 

x In terms of international projects, revenue in Q1 2020 was mainly driven by the Manzalah Lake 
Development Project in Egypt. 

 
x IQ Q1 2020, Whe GURXS¶V Eg\SW bUaQch iQ ZaV aZaUded Whe AOe[aQdUia QW-55 reclamation works 

project.  
 

x As a result of the increased activity as above, gross and net profit also showed a significant 
increase, at AED 79 million and AED 50.5 million respectively.   

 
x During the quarter, the Group received the remaining balance of AED 244 million from the Crown 

Prince Court against the AED 754 million was that billed in 2019 for a majority of long outstanding 
and current projects (AED 510 million was received in 2019). 
 

 
 

 A total of AED 98 million was invested in property, plant and equipment during the three months 
ended 31 March 2020, which primarily comprised the fourth instalment paid for the hopper dredger 
Ghasha, under construction in the Netherlands, the purchase of a new speed boat and the third and 
fourth instalments paid for a barge.  In addition, capitalization of dry-docking expenses and major 
overhauls of Whe GURXS¶V main Cutter Suction Dredgers represented almost 20% of total additions 
during the quarter. 
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MANAGEMENT EXPLANATION ON THE A8DITOR¶S REVIEW CONCLUSION 
 
WiWh UefeUeQce WR Whe AXdiWRU¶V ReSRUW RQ the interim financial information ± ³QXaOified CRQcOXViRQ´ & 
³EPShaViV Rf MaWWeU´ ± Management would like to highlight that the Group is executing strategic projects for 
the Government of Abu Dhabi and/or Government related entities. The Group is involved in the projects from 
concept design to final construction and the nature of these projects is such that they require time from 
conceptualization to finalization with the clients. Significant progress was achieved on the discussions and 
negotiations with clients for finalization of the billing arrangements at the end of 2019, as a result of which 
twenty contracts with total value of AED 971 million were signed by the Crown Prince Court, covering a 
majority of long outstanding and current projects.  Against these, an amount of AED 754 million was billed in 
2019 and fully collected in Q4 2019 and Q1 2020.  Discussions for the remaining aged outstanding balances 
are continuing and management expects that progress will be made on securing approvals for billing, in the 
coming periods.
